Newtown and Chilwell Cricket Club has
bounced back from the disappointment
of the final round in 2016 to win all four
club championship games against St
Peter’s in the first round of 2017

With standout performances by Jordan Clark
and George Chisholm, the First XI had a
seven wicket win over the Saints.

Jordan got the early breakthroughs to finish
with a Michelle — 5-31 - while George’s off-
spin netted him three wickets and was a
welcome sign that his confidence and
enjoyment levels were on the rise.

An outstanding moment, missed in a Wink if
you weren’t looking, was the astonishing
catch held by Will Simson.

Charlie Mitchell top-scored with a half-
century, getting good support from Sam
Callow, Jack Hastie and the veteran Ainsie,
who was one of three run-outs.

Next weekend is a huge challenge against
fierce rivals Grovedale.

Grovie is on top of the First XI ladder and
featuring highly in the club championships.

As the season has progressed, the Two-Blues
club championship teams have faced
important tests of their own development.

This will be one of the toughest and
demands attendance at training and a
complete focus on top-flight skills execution
on match-day.
