George SCHOFIELD took 36 wickets for 357 runs (average 9.92) before the Christmas break including - 8/41 and 1/39 in Round 1, 7/58 and
2/20 in Round 2, 7/61 in Round 4 and 6 for 26 including a hat-trick in Round 5.

Playing Corio the First XI records its first victory since the "Golden Era". First win in 26 matches!

The Fourth XI defeated St. Josephs outright with all 20 wickets shared by two bowlers: B. KELAART 7 for 14 and 3 for 29 and B.
IVERMEE 3 for 31 and 7 for 29.

First X1, Second XI and Third XI all lose grand finals to South Barwon.

David SHAW and Peter GILBEY combine to make a club record partnership of 290 for the first wicket in the Thirds. Shaw 168 and Gilbey
102 against the East Belmont attack.

Neville CRANE made a Third XI record score of 187 (9 sixes) against North Shore in Round 3.

Michael BOWTELL scored a century on debut and later became the first batsman in 25 years to make over 500 runs in a season in the First
X1. BOWTELL went on to achieve the feat four times.

The legendary Vin Hassett made 500 runs in a season on seven occasions.

Greg WELLS against Leopold made 85 and took 7 for 31 from 19 overs and 7 maidens.

Neville CRANE made a club record score of 218 in the Seconds final.

While the First XI wins its first premiership in 12 seasons the three other senior sides all lose grand finals.

Michael BOWTELL made a First XI record score of 202 not out in a total of 4 for 419 against Thomson.

During the premiership winning finals games Brian Edwards and Greg Wells combined to take 19 of the 20 wickets to fall. Wells took 4/20
and 6/50 in the final while Edwards claimed 5/14 and 4/55 in the final.

Michael BOWTELL created a club record of 882 runs in the one season in the Firsts. For the season the First X1 made a GCA record 3316
runs for the loss of 113 wickets at an average 0f29.34 per wicket. Bowtell’s 882 runs represents 26.59% of the team’s runs.

The Club wins the GCA Club Championship after losing just 5 of the 57 matches played in the Firsts, Seconds, Thirds and Fourths.

Stephen WELLS in the Capital Cup one day final against North Shore made 46 not out from only 17 deliveries including 30 from one six ball
over (4, 6,4,6,4,6)

Paul ANDERSON took seven catches in the one afternoon in the Fifths versus Geelong Umpires.
Six in slips and one caught and bowled.

Frank MEEK won the First XI bowling average at both Newtown and Chilwell and South Barwon in the same season after joining the Club in
February.

Peter WHITESIDE took six catches in one innings (as wicketkeeper) against Highton in the Sixths.
Mark BROWNE created a club record by taking 35 catches and 8 stumpings (43 dismissals) in the one season.

Stephen WELLS 151 (25 fours and 3 sixes) and K. J. TAYLOR (75) combine for a record Second XI opening partnership of 231 in the
second innings against Thomson. The partnership was made from 29.3 overs or 177 deliveries.

The Sixth XI recorded a club record innings score of 8 for 533 from 61 overs against Corio. P. DUFFIELD 209 not out, Graeme NELSON
115, Graeme CHISHOLM 114 and Harvey DAVIS 9 for 32. Corio was dismissed for 82 creating a record winning margin of 451 runs on the
first innings. It was a one day match.

The club completed a remarkable round against Geelong West in the first four elevens by amassing a total of 1,192 runs for the loss of 24
wickets at an average of 49.67 runs per wicket. The firsts scored 7/366, Seconds 5/427 (Second XI record), Thirds 6/198 and Fourths 6/201.
The Fifth X1 made it five senior wins by defeating East Belmont outright scoring 3 for 173 against 61 and 87.

Playing in its eighth consecutive grand final the First X1 loses to East Belmont ending the "Platinum Era" at six consecutive premierships.
Russell MITCHELL made 213 not out against Geelong West to record the highest individual score in the Firsts.

Shaun JOHNSTONE recorded three centuries for the season; 100 in the Fifths, 113 not out in the Fourths, and 104 in the Thirds.

The First XI recorded an outright win by an innings and 138 runs dismissing North Shore (68 and 121) in the one afternoon.

Graeme TAYLOR became the oldest player to make his First X| debut at age 37 exactly.

Mark ANDREWS took five catches (as wicketkeeper) in the one innings against St. Josephs in the Seconds.

Brad YOUNG became the youngest player to play in the First XI at the age of 14 years and 323 days.
Bernie MORGAN recorded five “ducks" in his first five innings with the club to wrap up the Duck Award.

The first four Saturdays of turf cricket were washed out causing a re-scheduling of rounds 1 and 2.
Later two further days were rained off making the total days lost six.

Stephen WELLS makes a record Club and G. C. A. score of 237 against East Belmont in a score of 6 for 372.
The innings lasted 274 minutes with 30 fours and 6 sixes.

Russell MITCHELL made a record Fifth XI score of 208 in a one day game against East Belmont with 27 fours and 5 sixes.
This made him the first player to make two double centuries for the Club.

One day knockout competition

In 1978 the Geelong Cricket Association instigated a limited overs (50 per side) knock out competition to be played on Sundays. Based on World Series Cup rules
the competition gained significant sponsorship, initially by Capital Building Society, and with large prize money became a popular and successful part of the local
cricket calendar.
All District clubs as well as teams from other local associations and the Geelong Cricket Club (then competing in Sub-district) were invited to participate. Capital
Building Society sponsored the competition, known as the Capital Cup, for the first eight years. In 1986/87 it became the Geelong Cricket Cup and in 1987/88
Pyramid sponsored the competition as the Pyramid Cup. The competition became the Harvey World Travel Cup in 1990 and the Sportscene Cup in 2001/02.

Below are listed the Club players who have represented the Geelong Cricket Association at the Melbourne Country Week Carnival since 1930.

Originally the Carnival was conducted in March but more recently in February of each year and in the 65 years of G. C. A. participation there have only been nine occasions when the
Club has not been represented. In 1973 the Carnival was scheduled to be played in Geelong (the only occasion) but was abandoned due to rain.

Apart from players, Club members have also been involved with the organisation of the week with Cyril Blakiston, Scorer in 1949; Charlie Pearce, Manager/Scorer from 1951-1961 and
Scorer from 1983 onwards; David Shaw, Manager in 1952; Ed Parker, Manager in the late 70's; Rod Coulson, Manager in the mid 80's and Greg Wells, Chairman of selectors from 1987
to 1989.

Victorian Country Cricket League Country Week began in 1922 but it wasn't until 1925 that a team from Geelong featured in the final - losing to Bendigo. Turf and matting sections
were introduced the following season and in 1930 the Geelong Cricket Association first entered a turf side which won the title.

In 1936 the Provincial Section became the number one section and 1984 saw the introduction of Divisions.

Including 1930 the G. C. A. has featured in 30 finals winning the premiership on 21 occasions.

Despite being an uneven match a thoroughly enjoyable afternoon and evening was had by all participants and supporters.

The Tongans lost their four games on the Geelong tour but went on to reach the semi final stage of the Pacifica Cup.

State Players

Geelong leg spinner Brad Stacey made a successful first class debut in March, 1996.
Brad was the fifth Newtown and Chilwell player to reach first class cricket.

John Chambers played one game with the club in 1946/47 making 21 and taking 4 for 94. Chambers went on to play for Victoria and was in fact
Chairman of Selectors a few years ago

Former Australian vice captain lan Redpath played a handful of games in the Thirds as a kid in the late fifties and went on to make 4737 test runs
at an average of 43.46.

John Shaw toured New Zealand in 1959/60 with an Australian team that included Bob Simpson and scored a century. Shaw played three seasons in
our First Eleven scoring 1036 runs at 47.09 with a highest score of 170.

And of course Lindsay Hassett played a season with the Newtown Cricket Club in the 1920’s and went on to captain his country.
